I. STANDARD INSPECTIONS: Goodspeed Inspection Services, Inc. (GIS) agrees for the above consideration to provide a
Standard Inspection of the above specified residential structure. GIS will insure that a licensed and qualified inspector conducts the
inspection in accordance with of the Texas Real Estate Commission and ASHI Standards or Practice and Code of Ethics and that
written a copy of the inspection is given the Client within 4 business days.
II. CLIENT ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS: The Client acknowledges that a Standard Inspection of the residential structure identified
above has been requested and understands a standard inspection is solely a visual inspection of the above property by a licensed
inspector but does not include inspection for latent conditions or concealed defects. The Client is aware that the inspection is not for
determining whether or not the above property is eligible for insurance coverage, home warranty underwriting or a mortgage. The
Client acknowledges they have been given the opportunity to purchase an Extended Inspection. The Client further acknowledges they
have read this agreement fully and will promptly read the entire inspection report and will immediately contact GIS with all questions
and concerns they may have.
III. LIMITATION: A Standard Inspection is a limited visual inspection of the residential structure and only includes those areas
and items expressly covered by GSI’s Standard Inspection Report Form. A Standard Inspection does not include any area which is not
exposed to view, is concealed, is inaccessible due to soil, carpet, walls, floors, furnishings or other materials as well as those
areas/items which have been excluded by the Texas Real Estate Commission’s Standards of Practice. A Standard Inspection does not
include destructive materials analysis of the property, geological/soil evaluations, engineering inspections or other optional services.
Any related services requested by the Client and performed by GIS are subject to this agreement and must be specified by the
agreement.

IV. INSPECTION REPORT: The GSI Inspection Report will be the final and exclusive findings of the GSI inspection of the
property.

VI. ARBITRATION: In the event of any dispute arising out of or relating to this agreement or the services performed under this
agreement or tort based claims for personal or bodily injury or damage to real or personal property, the parties first agree to participate
in at least four (4) hours of mediation in accordance with the commercial mediation rules of the American Arbitration Association,
before having recourse to arbitration. If the mediation procedure provided for herein does not resolve any such dispute, the parties
agree that all disputes between the parties shall be finally resolved by arbitration administered under the commercial arbitration rules
of the American Arbitration Association. Furthermore, the parties expressly agree that their mutual rights and obligations and the
conduct of any arbitration proceeding shall be controlled by the federal arbitration act. The arbitrator shall give effect to any and all
waivers, releases, disclaimers, limitations and other terms and conditions of this contract. The arbitrator shall consider the legal
defenses raised in the arbitration, and the decision of the arbitrator shall be final, binding, non-appealable and may be entered and
enforced in any court having jurisdiction in accordance with the federal arbitration act.
VII. LIABILITY: GIS is not an insurer. Payment is based solely on the value of the service provided by GIS in performing the
Standard Inspection of the above described property as well as any optional services, if any. Client and GIS agree that in the event
GIS breaches its duties under this agreement and client is thereby damaged, the liability of GIS (including officers, agents, and
employees) will be limited to a sum equal to the amount of the fee paid by the Client for the services provided by this agreement.

- ADDENDUM TO INSPECTION SERVICE AGREEMENT FOR
NEW CONSTRUCTION -

Unless GIS was contracted for at least three inspections during construction process, any post-construction evaluation is limited to the
development of a limited new home report.
